Judge Berry proposes a $31.7
million budget for the opera-
tions of our County. This sum
maintains all existing programs
and services, and is only 1.2%
more than our current year.

The proposed capital improve-
ment budget totals an addition-
al $7 million to finance our
Pearl Hollow Landfill projects.

Our County Detention Center
remains our highest operating
cost—$7,832,182. Medical care
for inmates costs $925,000
and their food is $650,000.

Revenue Sources

Real Property, Motor Vehicle
and Personal Property Taxes
account for only 23.4% of our
County’s revenue. We have NO
Occupational, Insurance Premi-
um, Library, Fire District, Hotel,
Restaurant, and Sales Taxes.

Our County Road Department is
primarily supported by the state
gasoline taxes. No property tax
dollars are used for County
Road Maintenance

Fees are another source of
income as well as state and
federal grants

Revenue Challenges
