David Gray, Hardin Memorial Hospital CEO, presented a proposal for the hospital to provide a Liability Self-Insurance Program. 


Hay moved and Goodman seconded to adopt the attached Resolution #2003-011 to provide for the orderly succession of office of Judge/Executive in the absence or disability of Judge/Executive, therefore when the Judge/Executive is absent the Deputy Judge/Executive, Steve W. Roger Blair, Tetra Tech, reported on the chronology of events for Pearl Hollow Landfill Phase 2B Construction.  He recommended that Scotty’s Contracting be awarded the Phase 2B Construction Bid.
