HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR TERM

FEBRUARY 25, 2003


Judge/Executive Berry called to order the Fiscal Court Meeting and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes. 


Squire Hay led the court in the opening prayer. 


Squire Crady led the court in the pledge to the flag. 


Judge Berry turned the meeting over to Ken Howard, County Attorney, to conduct a public hearing to receive comments on Scott Waste, Inc.’s request to increase the current residential solid waste fee for unincorporated areas of Hardin County.


Squire Wiseman, Sanitation Committee Chairman, presented the Sanitation Committee Report.  The committee recommended that the fee be raised .40 cents per customer.  The money would go into an escrow account to pay the state for the $1.75 a ton fee imposed on waste haulers. 


Robert Scott, Eastview, spoke in opposition to the raise of .40 cents per customer.  He felt the people were taxed enough now.  He also felt that the 38 counties using the Pearl Hollow Landfill be charged more than Hardin County residents. 


Ken Young, Scott Waste, stated that passing the fee on to other counties will not work.  He said all counties and landfills across the state are affected by this tax the state has imposed. 


Ronnie Dupin, Audubon Trace, asked how the court was suggesting a .40 cent raise.  He felt is should be more like .16 cents. 


Norma Shehan, Glendale, wanted to know what advantage would come of the tax that the state was imposing. 


Bob Hall, Solid Waste Coordinator, answered that some portion of that money would come back to Hardin County for closing illegal dumps and cleaning up the county from litter. 


Ken Howard informed the court that an ordinance would have to be passed to raise the fee. 


Wiseman moved and Goodman seconded to request the County Attorney Ken Howard to draft an ordinance to increase the solid waste fee .40 cents for each residential user.  Voting:  Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter no, Goodman yes, Crady no, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers no, Hay no. 


Judge Matt Baker, Kentucky Board of Appeals Judge, appeared before the court to introduce himself and tell about the court of appeals. 


Jailer Louis Lawson presented Eddie Nall a plaque on his retirement after 17 years of service to Hardin County.


Jim Woodrum, Architecture Plus, discussed a sewer issue at the Detention Center Restricted Custody Addition.  He presented a quote from Knight’s French Mechanical to install an “auger monster” and also a quote from Gene Ray Electric. 


Crady moved and Hay seconded to approve the bids of Knight’s French Mechanical for $79,700.00 and Gene Ray Electric for $6,673.00. Voting:  King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes. 


King moved and Hay seconded to award the bid of Ameriken Laundry Systems for washers and dryers at a cost of $21,700.00.  Voting:  Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes. 


Judge Berry read a Memorandum to the court that he would not appoint Deputy Constables. 


Tim Asher, E-town Hardin County Heritage Council, appeared before the court to discuss making the restroom ADA compliant in the old library building. 


Goodman moved and Jaggers seconded to have the first reading of Ordinance #196 Budget Amendment No. 4 FY 2002-2003.  Voting:  Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes. 


Goodman moved and Brandenburg seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2003-019 pertaining to hiring part-time EMT for the ambulance service.  Voting:  Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes. 


Jaggers moved and Hay seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2003-022 using the hospital designated funds to pay $80,000.00 for a certificate of need to purchase Manakee Professional Transfer.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman no, Crady yes. 


Crady moved and Easter seconded to award the fence bid at the jail to Southern Fence Company in the amount of $13,720.00.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman abstained, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes. 


Jaggers moved and Hay seconded to purchase 44 beds from Daviess County Detention Center at a cost of $2,640.00.  Voting:  Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes.


Brandenburg moved and Easter seconded to hire Stiles, Carter and Associates to conduct the county audit for year ending June 30, 2003.  Voting:  Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes. 


Goodman moved and Easter seconded to approve the County Road Aid Agreement with the State of Kentucky for 2003-2004.  Voting:  Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes. 


Wiseman moved and Jaggers seconded to approve Bond Decrease Rider for Donna Cross in the sheriff’s office.  Voting:  King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes.


Jailer Lawson and Mayor Eric Duvall of West Point discussed the 911 situation in West Point and the amount of funds that West Point could lose in this current legislative session.  He recommended that Hardin County do West Point’s dispatch at no cost to West Point. 


Easter moved and King seconded to extend dispatch services to West Point for the next three years at no cost.  Voting:  Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes. 


Jailer Louis Lawson presented the Jailer’s Annual Report. 


Hay moved and Crady seconded to approve the Jailer’s Annual Report as presented.  Voting:  Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes. 


Judge Berry moved and Hay seconded to approve the job description for Fiscal Court Administrator. 


Brandenburg moved and Easter seconded to table the motion to approve the job description for Fiscal Court Administrator until July 1, 2003.  Voting:  Crady yes, Judge Berry no, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King no, Easter yes, Goodman no.


Goodman moved and Hay seconded to approve the attached consent agenda to include the payroll for February 14, 2003, claims #2692 thru 2695, claims Batch #08-0225, adopt the attached Resolution #2003-020 pertaining to Creating Revenue and Appropriation Account Codes and Budget Transfers Batch #08-4125, the Fiscal Court Minutes for meeting of February 11, 2003.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes.
