SPECIAL CALLED SESSION

AND WORK SESSION

MAY 6, 2003


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes. 


Squire Hay led the court in the opening prayer. 


Squire Goodman led the court in the pledge to the flag. 


Goodman moved and Hay seconded to approve the attached consent agenda to include the April 25, 2003 Payroll, Liability Checks, approve claims Batch #11-0506, approve the Budget Transfer Batch #11-4106 and #10-4126, and approve the Fiscal Court Minutes of April 22, 2003.  Voting:  Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes. 


Judge/Executive Berry adjourned the Special Called Meeting and called to order the Working Session of Hardin County Fiscal Court. 


Bob Jenkins, Hardin Billing, presented to the court an update on billing of the county garbage service.  He reported 1282 exemptions.  He felt that this should be revisited by the court. 


Ken Young, Scott Waste Service, presented an update on the amount of solid waste that is being collected in the county.  He too, felt that the number of people receiving exemptions should be revisited. 


Barry DeWitt, Manger of Hardin County Water District No. 2, presented an update on Phase I Water Project in the Summit and Upton areas.  Phase I is about 60% complete.  


He reported that Phase II, also called the Northern Hart County Project, is under construction including a water tank being built. 


Proposed Phase III Project will be about 60 miles of water line, the surveys have not been completed at this date. 


Doris Wheeler and Barry Brown discussed with the court the possibility of traffic lights switching to green for emergency vehicles.  Mr. Brown recommended that the five intersections in the Towne Mall area be equipped with Opticom traffic signal control devices. 


Squire Crady presented an update on the Radcliff Library Contruction Project. 


Ken Howard, County Attorney, discussed an upcoming resolution #2003-042, relating to zoning map amendment for the Glendale Industrial Property.  The second portion of the resolution revokes subdivision plats on the Glendale Industrial Property.  The third portion on the resolution closes Jaggers Road.  


He also discussed Ordinance No. 198, relating to a moratorium on zoning map amendments for property near the Glendale Industrial Site. 


Hardin County Clerk, Kenneth L. Tabb, provided the court with a copy of the audit of the Hardin County Clerk’s Office for 2002. 


Court was adjourned by Harry L. Berry, Judge/Executive presiding.
