REGULAR TERM

NOVEMBER 25, 2003


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes. 


Squire Easter led the court in the opening prayer.


Squire Crady led the court in the pledge to the flag.


Judge Berry turned the meeting over to Ken Howard, Hearing Officer, for the Public Hearing to close a portion of Jaggers Road.  


Mr. Howard made several exhibits available for the hearing. 


Chris Hunsinger, Planning and Development Director, presented a summary report. 


Larry Jaggers, Glendale, spoke about the heritage of Jaggers Road, but realized that life moves on. 


No other comments were made from the public. 


Judge Berry pointed out that even though the road would be closed, the road would remain open until a need arose to actually close the road.

Charlotte Jones, Hardin County Adolescent Services, presented the court an update on the Adolescent Program in Hardin County. 


Louis Lawson, Hardin County Jailer, presented the court an update on E911.  Bill Lacy, 911 Director, presented a maintenance contract proposal from Alltel. 


Crady moved and Hay seconded to approve the lease from CML/Government Capital Corp. Option 2 semi-annual cost of $12,803.09.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes. 


Brandenburg moved and King seconded to approve the change order at the new jail annex for a door change in the amount of $5,870.00.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes. 


Squire Brandenburg reported on the Finance Committee Meeting as to the future of receipts and disbursements for Hardin County Fiscal Court. 


David Underwood, EMS Coordinator, requested the court to purchase digital cameras for homeland security. 


Easter moved and Jaggers seconded to purchase four digital cameras for $200 each, four carrying cases at $30 each and four clipboards at $17 each, for the damage assessment teams to disperse to local fire departments. Hay moved and Crady seconded to approve the Resurfacing Agreement between KYTC and Hardin County.  Voting:  Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes. 


Brandenburg moved and Easter seconded to authorize the county judge/executive to receive $154,000 from the state, designated for roads; and that he substitute and redirect a like amount of money from the Road Fund to cover unforeseen expenses in the General Fund.  Voting:  Wiseman no, King no, Easter yes, Goodman no, Crady no, Judge Berry no, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers no, Hay no.


Jaggers moved and Goodman seconded to approve the increased bond rider for Hardin County Sheriff.  Voting:  King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes.


Jaggers moved and Hay seconded to adopt attached Resolution No. 2003-108 closing of Jaggers Road.  Voting:  Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes. 


Goodman moved and Jaggers seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2003-107 appointing Paul Hayes and Maxine Warnshuis to the Hardin County Extension District Board effective January 1, 2004 until January 1, 2007.  Voting:  Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes. 


A motor fuel quote was opened and read. 


Jaggers moved and Goodman seconded to approve the attached consent agenda to include the payroll of November 21, 2003, approve liability checks, approve claims Batch #05-8014, 05-8025 and 05-8024, adopt attached Resolution No. 2003-106 for budget transfers Batch #05-4125, and direct the treasurer to create and maintain appropriation account code 03-5101-366 and approve the minutes of Fiscal Court Meeting November 12, 2003.
