HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR MEETING

DECEMBER 10, 2003


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes.


Squire Hay led the court in the opening prayer. 


Squire Crady led the court in the pledge to the flag. 


A public hearing was conducted for the creation of the Lincoln Trail Regional Water Commission.  Judge Berry turned the meeting over to Ken Howard, the Hearing Officer. 


Mr. Howard pointed out that several ordinance and resolutions has been adopted by various water districts, requesting the Lincoln Trail Regional Water Commission that they be  included as exhibits for the hearing.  


Mr. Charlie Bryant, City of Elizabethtown, made some opening remarks.  Mr. Bryant pointed out that the various water districts had been working together since 1995 looking for adequate supplies of water.  The Lincoln Trail Regional Water Commission would seek additional water supplies for the existing water districts.


No other comments were heard from the public.  The hearing was closed by Mr. Ken Howard. 


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry issued an Executive Order No. 2003-005 creating Lincoln Trail Regional Water Commission, pursuant to KRS 74.440(1).


Roger Blair, Tetra Tech Inc., appeared before the court to discuss four work orders for the Pearl Hollow Landfill.  He also spoke about the refurbishing of the pump station at the Springfield Road site.

Mr. Rusty Wallace and Ms. Patty Dunnaway of the Kentucky Transporation Cabinet appeared before the court to explain the Rural Secondary Program and which state roads will receive improvements.  Five roads have been earmarked to receive a total of $1,174,381.00. for upgrading.


Squire Easter expressed a concern about KY 1882 and a sink hole problem on the road.  The state responded by saying they were keeping an eye on the situation. 


Mary Jo Jones, Hardin County Historical Museum, provided the court with an update on the History Museum and thanked the court for making the museum possible. 


Charlie Casper, E-town Hardin County Chamber of Commerce, presented the chamber update.
