Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes. 


Squire Hay led the court in the opening prayer. 


Squire Wiseman led the court in the pledge to the flag. 


Jo Emary, Executive Director Radcliff-Hardin County Chamber of Commerce, presented a chamber update.  Mayor Enyart and Mr. Burt Walker accompanied Ms. Emary. 


Tim Davis, Tim Davis and Associates, presented a proposal on Vision Insurance. 


Chris Shaw, Hardin County Commonwealth Attorney, presented an update on “Rocket Docket”.  He reviewed what was originally proposed and what has been accomplished in the first five months.  He stated that the success of the program had far exceeded his expectations. 


Barry DeWitt, Hardin County Water District No. 2, briefed the court on the Phase III Water Expansion. 


Easter moved and Hay seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2004-001 regarding an anti-displacement and relocation assistance plan as required by the federal government in order for Water District #2 to receive a block grant for water expansion.  Voting:  Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes. 


Hay moved and Goodman seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2004-002, approving a cooperative agreement between the court and Water District #2, relating to the implementation of the Community Development Block Grant Public Facilities Program. 


Hay and Goodman withdrew the motion.

Goodman moved and Easter seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2004-004, hiring Ashley C. Russo as office/receptionist clerk in the Judge/Executive’s office.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes. 


Crady moved and Hay seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2004-006, appointing viewers for closure of right of way of cul-de-sac on Cofer Farms Subdivision.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes. 


Judge/Executive Berry presented the mid year budget report as to revenue and expenditures.  He presented a proposed amendment for the 2003/2004 budget to total an additional $954,561.81.  The amount of $123,146.81 would have to come from reserves. 


Easter moved and Hay seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2004-002 approving a cooperative agreement between the Water District #2 and the court relating to implementing the Community Development Block Grant Public Facilities Program. A motor fuel quote was opened and read. 


Goodman moved and Jaggers seconded to approve attached consent agenda to include approval of payroll for January 16, 2004, approve payroll liability checks, approval of claims Batch #07-8027, adopt attached Resolution #2004-005 for budget transfer Batch #07-4127, 07-4227 and 07-4327, approve minutes from called Fiscal Court Meeting January 13, 2004 and approve the Treasurer’s Monthly Report for December 2003.  Voting:  Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes.
