HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR TERM

JULY 13, 2004


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call.  Voting:  Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes. 


Squire Goodman led the court in the opening prayer. 


Squire Easter led the court in the pledge to the flag. 


A Public Hearing was held on Central Hardin Fire Taxing District.  Ken Howard, Hardin County Attorney, was appointed as the hearing officer. 


Cheryl Hamilton, 212 Bluegrass Road, Elizabethtown, felt that she was misinformed when she signed the petition.  She felt that Fiscal Court should make the decision instead of the voters.  Ken Howard informed Ms. Hamilton that KRS 65.182 had been amended and that the court was allowed to follow KRS 65.192 to allow for 100 signatures to get the question on the ballot in November. 


Ms. Hamilton also asked about what was being taxed and she was informed that advalorem tax, included real estate, vehicles and boats.  She asked about business tax and Ken Howard told her he would have to research this area. 


Ms. Hamilton felt that too much revenue would be generated.  Rufus Wise, Battle Training Road, is opposed to the taxing district because it will be excessive.  He felt that there is enough tax currently. 


Don Coward, Spring Drive, Elizabethtown, is opposed to anymore taxing districts.  He requested what percent of the people pay the subscription.  Mike Mabray responded that 35% of the people paid the subscription rate.  Mr. Coward asked if the subscription could be mandatory.  Mr. Howard felt that this was another name for tax and that this is why this is being placed on the ballot. 


Steven Sprowles, Optimist Road, supports the tax.  It is his understanding that another substation will be built.


Ms. Dickens, Bryan Street, has paid her subscription for years.  She is in favor of a taxing district. 


Capt. Mike Mabray thanked everyone for their input and announced that there would be more meetings to discuss what is taxed and how it would be spent. 


Squire Crady supports the taxing district.  He is concerned that 150 ratings will go up if the money is not forthcoming to the fire departments, thus insurance premiums would increase.  


Squire Easter is concerned that a tax will not increase response time, unless new substations are built. 


The hearing was closed. 


Judge Berry read a proclamation proclaiming July 2004 as Youth Theater of Hardin County Month.  Bill and Betty Marsee were presented certificates of award. 


David Gray, Hardin Memorial Hospital CEO, presented the two proposals for construction manager.

Rick Molohon, Environmental Director of Lincoln Trail Distrist Health Department, reported to the court on the current mosquito problem and control activities that are currently ongoing.
