JULY 27, 2004


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the meeting of the Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman not present, King yes, Easter yes. 


Squire Hay led the court in the opening prayer. 


Squire Brandenburg led the court in the pledge to the flag. 


Charlotte Jones, Bridges Council Adolescent Counselor, introduced Richard Appling, Co-Chair of the Bridges Council to read a proclamation.  The Bridges Council presented Carolyn Ritchie, Hardin County Treasurer, a certificate of appreciation for her role with the Bridges Council.  


Squire Wiseman joined the meeting at this time. 


Barry Dewitt, Hardin County Water District No. 2 Supervisor and Mike Bell, Chairman, Hardin County Water District No. 2, appeared before the court to provide an update on water projects in Hardin County Water District No. 2 and requested the court to approve right of way easements.
