REGULAR TERM

AUGUST 10, 2004


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes. 


Squire Goodman led the court in the opening prayer. 


Squire Crady led the court in the pledge to the flag. 


Bruce Ferriell, E-town Lions Club, provided information to the court about the upcoming Lion’s Club Chicken Barbeque on Saturday, August 21st. 


Kathy King, Community Coordinated Child Care, reported on the Child Assistance Care Program that Kentucky residents can donate when they renew their vehicle registration. 


Karl Kifer, Hardin Memorial Hospital, presented an update to the court on the construction of a new main ambulance station at Hwy 1600 and Ring Road. 


King moved and Goodman seconded to build the ambulance station at a cost not to exceed $2 million dollars.


King moved and Crady seconded to amend the original motion to take additional $500,000.00 from ½ the court designated funds and 2/3 hospital funds.  Voting:  Wiseman no, King yes, Easter no, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg no, Jaggers no, Hay yes. 


Vote on the original motion as amended:  King yes, Easter no, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg no, Jaggers no, Hay yes, Wiseman no.  


Steve Pauli, Scott Waste Services, provided the court with waste services update.  He reported that all trucks had been repaired so no waste would come from the solid waste trucks. 


Bob Jenkins, Hardin Billing Service, presented an update on the number of delinquent accounts for garbage collection. 


Judge/Executive Berry announced that an Executive Order No. 2004-004, had been issued to place on the ballot the question whether or not the voters of Hardin County are in favor or against a commissioner form of government in Hardin County.  A copy of the executive order is made a part of these minutes.
