SEPTEMBER 14, 2004


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter no present, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes. 


Squire Goodman led the court in the opening prayer. 


Squire King led the court in the pledge to the flag. 


A Public Hearing was held for the Proposed 2004 Property Tax Rates.  Judge/Executive Berry turned the hearing over to the Hearing Office, County Attorney Ken Howard.  Mr. Howard reviewed the proposed rates for 2004-2005.  No members of the public made a statement in regard to the tax rates.  The hearing was closed. 


Mark Layman, Hardin Memorial Hospital, reported on the site meeting with Phillips Brothers Construction and the need for more fill dirt at the new ambulance center site.  Phillips Brothers will need the deduct of $45,000.00 to find more fill dirt, bringing the total amount owed to Phillips Brothers to $374,700.00 instead of the previous amount of $329,700.00.
