REGULAR TERM

FEBRUARY 22, 2005


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady not present, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes. 


Squire Goodman led the court in the opening prayer. 


Squire Jaggers led the court in the pledge to the flag. 


A Public Hearing was held to close an unconstructed portion of Gregory Street.  


The hearing was turned over to Ken Howard, County Attorney, to act as the Hearing Officer. 


Chris Hunsinger, a viewer appointed by the court, presented the findings of the viewers. 


Squire Crady joined the court at this point. 


No public comments were heard on this issue. 


Judge Berry read a proclamation that February 25th –March 5th be observed as “Don’t Laugh at Me Week “.


Kenny Tabb, Hardin County Clerk, presented the Clerk’s Monthly Report. 


Charlie Williams, Hardin County Sheriff, presented the Sheriff’s Monthly Report. 


Louis Lawson, Hardin County Jailer, presented the Detention Center’s Monthly Report. 


Charlie Williams, Sheriff, spoke to the court as to the need of a better radio system.  The additional fees for 911 would provide better communication for the sheriff’s department. 

Mr. Miller, Paramedic, also voiced the same concerns. 

Barry Brown, Director EMT, encouraged the court to adopt the ordinance. 

Neville Skaggs, representing the Fire Chief’s Association, shared concerns about the current communication system.  


Chief Mike Hulsey, E-town Fire Chief, expressed concerns about dead spots for communication even in the City of Elizabethtown. 


Rick Ledford, Radcliff Fire Chief, expressed difficulty communications with 911 Center. 


John Clemons, Deputy Coroner, indicated that hand held radios do not work. 


Rick Lowe, Fire Fighter, spoke about dead spots in Hardin County as far as communication. 


Harry Braxton, Deputy Sheriff, talked about some areas of Hardin County not being able to communicate in any manner. 


Jailer Louis Lawson encouraged the court to approve the additional fees to fund E911 communication. 


Crady moved and Easter seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance #224, Series 2005, Relating to E911 Services Fees.  Voting:  Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes. 


Goodman moved and King seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2005-009 to transfer and expend 2003/2004 Hardin Memorial Board Designated Funds for medical needs at the Hardin County Detention Center.   Voting:  Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes. 


Judge Berry distributed the 2005/2006 Budget Schedule. 


Jaggers moved and Hay seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2005-015 changing certain road employee salaries as recommended by the Road Supervisor.  Voting:  King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes. 


Crady moved and Hay seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2005-016 to close a portion of Gregory Street that is not constructed.  Voting:  Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes. 


A motor fuel quote was opened and read. 


Jaggers moved and Goodman seconded to approve the attached consent agenda to include the payroll with payroll liability checks dated 2/11/05, adopt attached Resolution #2005-014 Budget Transfer Batch #08-4122, approve claims Batch #08-7022, approve the Hardin County Detention Center’s January 2005 Report and approve the Fiscal Court Minutes of 2/8/05.  Voting:  Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes.
