Judge Berry announced two outstanding Community Service Awards to Nolin RECC and Radcliff Wal-Mart. 


Barry Dewitt and Rev. Mike Bell, Hardin County Water District #2, presented the update relating to Phase III and Fire Protection Enhancement Initiative.  They announced that each fire department in the county would be given two fire plugs to place in their fire district.  Construction on Phase III Water Expansion has begun.  Phase IV was announced to extend the water another 38.15 miles and the projected cost will be $4,800,000.  A request was made for grant writer selection of Phase IV.

Katie Clayter, Elizabethtown, KY, supported the hospital employees in receiving their retirement benefits. 


Carmen Painter, Stephensburg, KY, expressed a concern about a whole community in 20 years not having insurance.
