WORKING SESSION

AUGUST 2, 2006


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Working Session of the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting in Colesburg to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers absent. 


The invocation was given by Squire Crady. 


Squire Easter led the court in the pledge of allegiance. 


Squire Crady recognized Jerry and Paula Fowler for all they have done for the Colesburg Community. 


Committee updates were provided by:


Bill Brandenburg-Solid Waste Committee-Squire Brandenburg reported that the committee felt it was time to look at recycling in the county.  Many grant opportunities are available. 


Bill Hay-Road Committee-Squire Hay reported that 810 roads are being studied as to their width.  Traffic counts are being conducted on roads 12 feet and under. 


John Wiseman-Planning and Engineering Committee-Squire Wiseman announced future planning meetings to be held and on August 17th at East Hardin Middle School a hearing will be held on the I-65 Interchange at Glendale at 6:30 p. m.  He also reported on the new county engineer’s busy schedule. 


Garry King-Finance and Personnel Committee-Squire King did not give a report. 


Roy Easter-Community Service Committee-Squire Easter explained the role of the committee and spoke about the Ten Commandments. 


Doug Goodman-Real Property Committee-Squire Goodman reported that the committee had been looking at expanding the county clerk and county attorney’s offices in the downtown area. 


Phillip Crady-Emergency Services Committee-Squire Crady reported that dead spots for emergency communication had been upgraded.  He also reported that the wireless internet proposed by KVNet was the first time that a telecommunications company had come forward to say they would serve the entire county. 


Judge Berry informed the court that he is waiting on the tax rates from the state.
