Goodman moved and Hay seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include approving payroll with payroll liability checks dated 08/11/06 and employee benefit refunds, approve Claims Batch No. 02-7022, approve Resolution No. 2006-096, Budget Transfer Batch Journal Batch No. 02-4122, Cash Transfer Journal Batch No. 02-4515 and 02-4518, Interfund Transfer Journal Batch No. 02-4322, approve Hardin County Detention Center’s July 2006 report, approve Fiscal Court Minutes dated 08/08/06.
