Larry Fulkerson, Sonora, voiced his opposition to the fee for the volunteer fire department subscription fees.  He wanted the people to vote on this issue.  If the county does allow this he stated he felt there be tight reins on the money. 


Shane Crutcher, Assistant Fire Chief of Rineyville, reiterated that this is not a tax and than and individual can opt out of this.
