SPECIAL CALLED SESSION

DECEMBER 27, 2006


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Brandenburg absent, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes. 


The invocation was given by Squire Crady. 


Squire Goodman led the court in the pledge of allegiance. 


Judge Berry presented an Outstanding Citizen Award to Elvin Smith, Jr. for his historical contributions to the county. 


County Clerk Kenny Tabb presented the Hardin County Clerk’s Monthly Report for November. 


Jailer Lawson presented the Hardin County Detention Center’s  Monthly Report for November. 


Sheriff Charlie Williams presented the Sheriff’s Monthly Report for November. 


Jaggers moved and Goodman seconded to approve the Hardin County Sheriff’s Budget for 2007.  Voting:  Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes. 


Hay moved and Goodman seconded to approve county revenue bond, increase rider, decrease rider for Sheriff and public official’s bonds, increase rider and decrease rider for Deputy Cross and continuation certificates for Fiscal Court position bonds.   Voting:  Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Jaggers yes. 


Crady moved and Wiseman seconded to approve Mapsync’s proposal for GIS products and/or services.  Voting:  Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes. 

Jaggers moved and Goodman seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2006-138 relating to EMS/Ambulance personnel (Matthew Harper).  Voting:  King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes. 


Judge Berry afforded an opportunity for anyone to speak for or against the fire ordinance. 


Larry Fulkerson, Sonora, considers the fire department fee a back door tax and wants restrictions placed on the fire departments.

Crady moved and Wiseman seconded to approve the second reading and adoption of Ordinance #248, Series 2006 relating to the collection of fees for the fire departments in the unincorporated fire districts.  Voting:  Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes. 

Judge Berry afforded an opportunity for anyone to speak for or against the smoking ordinance. 

Phillip Johnson, Eastview, spoke against the smoking ordinance.  He felt a business owner has the right to allow smoking or not to allow smoking. 


Tommy Spencer, Stephensburg, wants the people to vote on the smoking issue. 

Gene Percifull, Rineyville, is against the government telling business owners to do whatever with their businesses. 
Delbert Monin, Eastview, does not think it is right to prohibit smoking. 

Unidentified individual thinks it should be on the ballot and let people decide. 

Darlene Maffet, Elizabethtown, thinks it is a health issue and smoking should be prohibited in public places. 

Bobby Sheroan, Rineyville, is in favor of prohibiting smoking in public places. 

Sarah Hawkins, White Mills, feels that a person that owns a business has a right to operate the business like they want. 

Easter moved and Crady seconded to approve the seconded reading and adoption of  Ordinance #246, Series 2006 regulating smoking in public places in unincorporated Hardin County.  

Hay moved and Goodman seconded to approve Amendment #1 to the smoking ordinance to eliminate the distance of 15 feet.  Voting:  Goodman yes, Crady no, Judge Berry no, Jaggers no, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King no, Easter no.  Motion failed. 

Vote on the original motion:  Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Jaggers no, Hay no, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman no.  


Goodman moved and Wiseman seconded to approve the attached consent agenda to include approving the payroll with payroll liability checks dated 12/15/06, approve claims Batch #06-7027 and recurring expense Batch #06-7015 and 06-7099, adopt attached Resolution #2006-139 authorizing budget transfer Batch #06-4127 and cash transfer Batch #06-4522 and 06-4512 and create account #01-9100-332, approve the Hardin County Detention Center’s November Report and approve the Fiscal Court Minutes dated 12/12/06.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes. 

Judge Berry presented Magistrates Jaggers, Wiseman, Easter, Crady and Goodman, who are leaving the court with their photos that had hanged in the courtroom and thanked them for their service to the people of Hardin County. 


Shane Crutcher, Rineyville, thanked the court for the ordinance that will help the fire departments. 


Jail Louis Lawson thanked the court for their support. 

Kenny Tabb, Hardin County Clerk, thanked Judge Berry and the magistrates for supporting the Hardin County Clerk’s Office the past four years.
