HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

WORKING SESSION
FEBRUARY 06, 2007


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Working Session of Hardin County Fiscal Court held at Creekside Elementary in Sonora to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.

The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


County Attorney, Ken Howard, gave an overview of an ordinance pertaining to Animal Control.  The ordinance takes certain aspects of the ordinance in place in Elizabethtown and Radcliff.  One aspect of the ordinance controls dogs if they become a nuisance if they are barking.  This requires two or more neighbors to make a compliant.  Another aspect covers a dog that is running loose and on other people’s property.  Vicious dog is one that has attacked previously or has been declared vicious by animal control or a vet.  These animals have to be confined at all times.  A limit of two vicious dogs per site.  The ordinance contains other restrictions and control.


James Asher, Rineyville, stated that the ordinance being proposed does not address the problem in subdivisions.  He proposed that the Dog Warden be able to write citations on the spot.  


Bill Wooten, Sonora, asked the question how the warden would determine if a dog was a vicious dog.


Commissioner Brandenburg addressed the issue of recycling.  He pointed out that recycling is becoming more economically feasible.  He also mentioned that the state is offering more grants to local communities to recycle.  He felt that drop points would be established and then the items would be taken to the Fort Knox Recycling Center.


Candice Moon, Glendale, stated that she would like to see composting included in recycling.


Commissioner Brandenburg spoke about leachate at the landfill.  He reviewed what has been tried in the past and indicated that it would be a cost issue in the years to come.  One of the solutions mentioned was building a pipeline to the old treatment plant on Springfield Road.

Commissioner King asked two members of the Rineyville Fire Department, Tim Wiseman and Shane Crutcher, are proposing to put a sub station in that will allow more territory to be a class 9 or 7 rating for insurance purposes.  They are proposing to build the fire station if the county will purchase a truck for a total of $65,000.00.


Ray Allen Mackey, Sonora, on behalf of the Hardin County Farm Bureau, welcomed the court to Sonora.  He presented a complimentary food basket to the members of the court.  He also announced that the bureau would donate a check in the amount of $1,000.00 to the Kentucky Food Bank.


Commissioner Hay pointed out that the County Engineer and Road Department would be working on safety issues in regard to the roads.  He mentioned that Hardin County had received $500,000.00 for a Farmer’s Market.  A committee is looking for a site and addressing other issues.


Court was adjourned, without objection, by Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry presiding.
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
