HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR TERM

FEBRUARY 27, 2007


Judge Executive/Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.

The invocation was given by Father Dick Sullivan.


Commissioner Hay led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Judge Berry presented a slide presentation of Transportation of Non-Public Education students.


Father Dick Sullivan, St. James Church, proposed that the money being requested is only for transportation not education.

Harry Borders, lobbyist, gave a review of the state program paying for transporting non-public students.  He considers this a safety issue.  The state started the current program in 1994 and he pointed out that Hardin County paid for transportation prior to this date. He requested that the court consider this a safety issue and fund the shortfall from the state.


David Collins thanked Hardin County for providing money for transportation of non-public students.  The program provides transportation for his three children.


Batch Yates talked about how the rode the bus to a Catholic School that came by his house.  He stated that the cost was not a factor since the bus was going to be going that way anyway.  He felt it was a good investment.

Pam Costin stated that her son rides the bus.  She requested that the county give an additional year of financing.

Joel Tiotuico asked why the bus only provided transportation one way.  All children are sent to G. C. Burkhead and then to St. James.  He asked, is that bus going in that direction anyway?  Is there really a cost involved?

Crystal Court felt that another year should be funded.


Mr. Gill has done budgets in the past, and he always had an emergency fund to cover shortages.


Father Sullivan thanked the court for its openness.
