WORKING SESSION

APRIL 3, 2007


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Working Session of the Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote. Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Commissioner King, Resources and Emergency Service Committee Chairman, reported on the recommendation of purchasing a trailer for Emergency Services.  This will be discussed at the Ambulance Station on April 19th at 5:00 P.M.


Commissioner Brandenburg, Solid Waste and Community Support Committee Chairman, reported on a meeting the League of Women Voters hosted in regard to community recycling.  He reported that the long range solution to leachate at Pearl Hollow Landfill is still being studied.

Judge Berry distributed a study done by Brent Goodin that would allow Septic Tank Waste to be disposed of at the Landfill.


Commissioner Hay, Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee Chairman, reported that we have 670 miles of County Road and a lot of these roads are narrow and will not accommodate future development.  The Question being how do we maintain what we have and upgrade these roads at the same time.  The Committee is looking at the developers of subdivisions on these roads share some of the cost of upgrading the roads.
