AUGUST 14, 2007


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Judge Berry turned the meeting over to Ken Howard, County Attorney, to conduct a Public Hearing on a proposed road closing of an unnamed alley between Rineyville Road and the Illinois Central Gulf Railroad.


Chris Hunsinger, one of the appointed “viewers”, reported the findings of the viewers.  The viewers recommended that they alley be closed.
