WORKING SESSION

OCTOBER 2, 2007


There being present Commissioner King, Brandenburg, Hay and Judge Harry L. Berry presiding.


Judge Berry called on Commissioner Hay to make some opening remarks and introductions.


Bob Hornback, E-911 Director, presented some data and statistics regarding E-911.


Judge Berry reviewed the funding for the E-911 Center.  Currently the revenue is funded by land lines and cell phones.  The county sets the land line fee and the state sets the cell phone fees.  The trend is more people are using cell phones and less land lines.  The expenses are exceeding the revenue.  In order to offset this deficit, the Judge proposes the land line fee to go to $2.30 a month.


Commissioner King, Resources and Emergency Services Committee, announced the next committee meeting will be October 18th at 5:00 PM at the Hardin County Emergency Management Center.  He informed the court that a new ambulance will have to be purchased this year.

Commissioner Hay, Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee, discussed the various areas this committee covers.  He announced that a Farmer’s Market will open at the intersection of U. S. 62 and Peterson Drive.  The committee will meet on October 22nd at 8:00 AM in the H. B. Fife Courthouse.  In the future the county needs to have a sewer system and this is currently being studied.


Commissioner Brandenburg, Solid Waste and Community Support Committee, reported that the contract with Rumpke to manage the landfill will end next year.  


L. H. Graham discussed trash being thrown out on the highway as a concern.  He proposed a deposit system to alleviate this problem.


Reverend Tim Dennis voiced his concern about the condition of the White Mills Iron Bridge.


Charles Weller asked about recycling and what the county was planning for the future.  Judge Berry explained that the county recently requested a grant from the state for six trailers; since the county did not receive the grant the county will start the program with two trailers.


The meeting was adjourned by Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry presiding.
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
