Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.

Brandenburg moved and Hay seconded to approve the lease renewal agreement for the Hardin County Health Department Building located at 580 Westport Road.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve recommendations from Commissioner Hay relating to the Monterey Subdivision and road material bid advertisements.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


Brandenburg moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-004 appointing Fiscal Court’s representative, Garry King, to the Hardin County Board of Health.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King passed, Brandenburg yes.

King moved and Judge Berry seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include approving payroll dated 12/28/07 with liability checks, recurring expenses, and employee benefit refund, and payroll for 01/08/08 for commissioners, coroners, and election officer’s salary with liability checks, approve Claims Batch No. 07-8008, approve Resolution No. 2008-001 regarding budget transfers, approve Treasurer’s Report for the month of December 2007, and approve Fiscal Court Minutes dated 12/27/07.
