Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Working Session of Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Vicki Brackett, Chris Hunsinger, and Mike Skaggs, LTADD, presented the executive summary and Memorandum of Understanding for 31-W Access Management.  Seventeen projects or strategies were proposed to make a safer roadway.

Judge/Executive Berry requested that the Hospital Board Meeting in March be moved to Monday, March 17, 2008.


Dee Huff, Westport Road, appeared before the court on behalf of her daughter.  She was concerned about Waste Transport taking her daughter’s trash can.  Mr. Smith of Waste Transport told her that the can belonged to him.  She wanted the commissioners to take this into consideration when the contract for the county pick up is renewed this fall.  She felt that Waste Transport should not have taken the trash can.

Patricia Leetham, Cedar Lane, Radcliff, requested that a no burn ordinance if a structure exists within 500 feet of what is being burned.  She distributed information as to the harm open burning creates.


County Clerk, Kenny Tabb, discussed a memorandum agreement with the State Board of Elections in order for the county to purchase $247,500.00 worth of voting equipment.
