REGULAR MEETING

FEBRUARY 12, 2008


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


The invocation was given by Deputy Judge Steve Smith.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Tim Asher, Executive Director, Hardin County Chamber of Commerce presented the Chamber Update.


Dr. Will Flanagan, DVD, made a presentation to the Hardin County Animal Control Department.  A check for $1,055.00 was presented for the Stray Animal Project.


Susan Asher, Director, Central Kentucky United Way, announced the 2008 campaign raised over one million dollars.


Commissioner Brandenburg requested to have a regular place on the agenda for the future of county buildings to be discussed.  Commissioner Hay agreed that more dialogue was needed in order to make the best decision for the future of Hardin County and to have clarification on this issue.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to form a committee of the four court members.  The committee will decide what people to involve to meet to determine need and location of county government.  The first meeting is to be determined by Commissioner Hay.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Mr. Mark Jones appeared before the court.  He handed out information to the court members that proposed his property available for county government to purchase.  He indicated a phase I environmental study had been conducted.  He reported that a phase II study needs to be conducted.  He felt that the property is needed by the county since it is located across from the Justice Center.

Judge Berry thanked all of the Emergency Service Staff for all of their effort in the recent tornado damage that struck Hardin County.  He commended all of the citizens that banded together and assisted their neighbors who were in need.  He pledged that the county will continue to assist the residents whenever possible.

Brandenburg moved and Hay seconded to approve Ordinance No. 251A2 Standing Order for Pre-Approved Recurring Expenses for FY 07/08.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.
