HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR MEETING

FEBRUARY 26, 2008


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.

The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Commonwealth Attorney, Chris Shaw, presented the Rocket Docket Update.  Total cases to date are 1,114.  Gross total savings to date is $2,273,880.00.


Brian Woosley, CPA, of Stiles, Carter and Associates, presented the Hardin County Audit for Fiscal Year 2006/2007.  Virgil Chambers asked the amount of money that Water District No. 2 received as a grant.  Mr. Woolsey replied that the grant was $250,000.00.  The court accepted the audit as presented.  Judge Berry wanted the minutes to reflect that the audit was reviewed and received.

Department Reports were presented by:


Sheriff Charlie Williams presented the Sheriff’s Monthly Report.  Virgil Chamber asked about the Youngers Creek area for fire protection taxes collected.  An answer could not be provided, but Central Hardin had 7% to opt out of the 2008 Fire Subscription.

Kenny Tabb, Hardin County Clerk, presented the Clerk’s Monthly Report.


Dr. Lee, Hardin County Coroner, presented the Coroner’s Monthly and Annual Reports.

Jailer Louis Lawson presented the Hardin County Detention Center’s Monthly and Annual Reports.

King moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Second Reading of Ordinance No. 256, Series 2008, Budget Amendment No. 2 for Fiscal Year 2007/2008.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.

Hay moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-016 an agreement with Kentucky Transportation Cabinet.  Voting: Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve revised Job Descriptions for the County Treasurer, Assistant Treasurer, Personnel and Payroll Clerk, Accounts Payable Clerk and Receptionist.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve Consent Agenda to include approve payroll with payroll liability checks dated 02/22/08, recurring expenses and employee benefit refunds, approve Claims Batch No. 08-8026, approve Resolution No 2008-014 relating to budget transfers, approve Hardin County Detention Center’s January Report and approve Fiscal Court Minutes dated 02/12/08.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Commissioner Brandenburg asked if there was documentation of any renovation costs for existing downtown buildings.  Judge Berry indicated that there was no data he was aware of other then maintenance reports.


Commissioner Hay reported that information was coming in from county offices and that another meeting would be scheduled in regard to the needs of a county building.


Deputy Judge Steve Smith commended emergency services for their effort in the latest bad weather event.


Bob Hall announced that groups are invited to clean up sites that need to be cleaned up.  March 23-29 is earmarked for this state wide program.


Virgil Chambers, 595 Hall Road, Elizabethtown is concerned about water supply in Eastern Hardin County.  He requested that the county send a letter to the Bardstown Water District asking them to extend the water lines in the Youngers Creek area and provide some fire hydrants.  Judge Berry indicated that he would coordinate with Hardin County Water District No. 2 and request them to contact Bardstown Water District.
