CALLED MEETING

MAY 13, 2008


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Steve Bland, County Attorney, held a Public Hearing on County Road Aid (CRA) and Local Government Economic Assistance Funds (LGEA). No public input, Hearing Closed. 

Public Hearing on Cecilia Subdivision Road closing, an unnamed public alley and portion of Federal Street in Cecilia.  Chris Hunsinger gave testimony on closure as director of Hardin County Planning Commission on request for closing in form of power point presentation.  Public Hearing Closed.


Proclamation read by Judge Berry proclaiming May as Tennis Month in Hardin County.


Julius O’Bryan gave thanks to Judge Berry for the proclamation and recognized Elizabethtown Tennis Commission and a kick-off was planned at University Drive on Saturday May 24th from 10:30 to 12:30 and a Quick-Start tennis program for children.

Elizabethtown-Hardin County Chamber Update was presented by Tim Asher.


Lincoln Trail Area Development District’s Budget for FY 2008/2009 was presented and accepted by Fiscal Court.


Hilliard Lyons presented a report on the Landfill 2008 County Bond refunding opportunity on Ordinance No. 261, second reading to be held on May 27.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve First Reading of Ordinance No. 261, series 2008 for 1999 Solid Waste General Obligation Bond refunding.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.

Department/Supervisor Reports:


Chris Hunsinger presented the Planning and Development Commission Report.


Vicki Brackett presented the Hardin County Engineering Department Report.


Danny Allen presented the Hardin County Road Department Report.


Written reports were submitted and accepted by Fiscal Court from Hardin County Animal Control, Hardin County EMS/911 and Solid Waste at Pearl Hollow Landfill.

Judge Berry opened up discussion and potential approval and proposed modifications to the FY 2008/2009 Budget.


King moved and Hay seconded to remove from the budget items for the new county complex.  Voting:  Judge Berry no, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.

Commissioner Brandenburg made a motion we continue to fund Helping Hand $3,500, North Hardin Hope $3,500, Wesley Hilltop House Youth Program $1,500, Wesley Hilltop House Senior Program $1,500, Second Harvest $3,000, Spring Haven Inc. $3,000, Central Kentucky Senior Corporation $1,500, Hardin County Performing Arts $3,000, Safe Harbor Club $1,000, Warm Blessings Shelter of Hope $1,500, Serenity Club $1,000, Heritage County Renaissance $1,500, and Hardin County Public Library another $8,000.  No Seconds.  Motions Failed.

Commissioner Brandenburg made a motion to provide 3% increase to county employees instead of 2% proposed to budget.  No Seconds. Motion Failed.


Commissioner Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to increase percentage of Wesley Hilltop funds through decrease in the Community Recreation and Support Program budget line.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry no.

Judge Berry moved and King seconded to add an additional $1,000 to West Point Community Program to offset West Point Fire Department losses due to subscriptions and budget cut differences.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


Hay moved and Judge Berry seconded First Reading of Ordinance No. 259, Series 2008, Hardin County Budget for FY 2008/2009 with modifications.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.

King moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Standing Order/Ordinance No. 260, Series 2008 for recurring pre-approved expenses for FY 2008/2009.  Voting: Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.

Brandenburg moved and Hay seconded to approve second reading of Ordinance No. 258, Series 2008, Amendment No. 3 for FY 2007/2008 Budget.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.

Hay moved and King seconded to approve Ordinance No. 257, Series 2008 relating to Animal Control and Welfare.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.

Brandenburg moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-036 closing Federal Street and an unnamed alley in Coopers Addition in Cecilia.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-042 declaration of surplus property.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve the Resource and Emergency Services Committee’s recommendations to partially fund the purchase of a fire truck for the Rineyville Volunteer Fire Department in the amount of $70,000.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.

King moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-038 to reappoint Phillip Crady and Bill Beckerdite to the Telecommunications Committee.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.

Brandenburg moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-040 relating to Dispatch Center personnel (Tiffany Thompson).  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.

Hay moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-041 relating to Animal Control personnel (Michael Langoski).  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.

Hay moved and King seconded to approve Consent Agenda to include payroll dated 05/02/08 with liability checks, recurring expenses, and payroll dated 05/13/08 for commissioners, coroners, and elections officer’s salary with liability checks and employee benefit refunds, and approve Claims Batch No. 11-8013 and Recurring Batch No. 10-8015 and 10-8099, approve Resolution No. 2008-039 relating to budget transfers, cash and interfund cash transfers, approve Treasurer’s Report for  April 2008, and approve Fiscal Court Minutes dated 04/22/08 and 05/06/08.
