REGULAR MEETING

SEPTEMBER 09, 2008


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.

Judge Berry turned the meeting over to County Attorney, Steve Bland to conduct a public hearing on the 2008 County Property Tax Rate.
