Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve the Second Reading of Ordinance No. 259, Amendment No. 1, to the Fiscal Year 2008/2009 Budget.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


Judge Berry moved and King seconded to approve the Job Description for Deputy Judge/Executive.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg no, Hay yes.


Judge/Executive Berry wanted the minutes to reflect that he appointed Jim Roberts as Deputy Judge/Executive effective December 15, 2008 and that the court acknowledged his appointment.

King moved and Hay seconded to amend the motion to include Commissioner Brandenburg on the committee to negotiate the lease.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg no.


Judge Berry moved and King seconded to amend the motion to remove Judge Berry from the committee to negotiate the lease.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay no.

Hay moved and Judge Berry seconded on voting on original motion to approve authorizing the Judge/Executive and the County Attorney to negotiate and execute a lease with Santek for their use of the property located at 2055 Younger’s Creek Road.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg no, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve the demolition of the county-owned house located at 357 Audubon Trace.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.
