Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Tim Asher, Executive/Director of Hardin County Chamber of Commerce, presented the Chamber Update.


Judge Berry provided information about the recent storm.  He advised the public to view the Hardin County Government Website, www.hcky.org, to see the schedule for debris pickup throughout the county.  He reported that private contractors will assist the county in the pickup.


Judge Berry distributed the guide and schedule to prepare the budget for 2009/2010.

Judge Berry moved to approve Resolution No. 2009-013 to reapportion the county for eight Justice of the Peace (Magistrate) according to KRS 67.045 with the following members; Donnell Yates, Gerald Hignite and Cordell Tabb.  Motion failed for lack of a second.

Brandenburg moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-015A to reapportion the county for eight Justice of the Peace (Magistrate) according to KRS 67.045 with the following members; Donald Lynch, Danny Percell and Dennis Parrett.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry no.

Commission Hay encouraged the public to get the storm debris to the roadside as soon as possible.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include approving payroll dated 02/06/2009 with liability checks and recurring expenses and payroll for 02/10/2009 for commissioner and coroner’s expense checks, election officer’s salary with liability checks, approve Claims Batch No. 08-7010 and recurring batch nos. 07-7015 and 07-7099, approve Resolution No. 2009-011 related to budget transfers, approve Treasurer’s report for January 2009 and approve Fiscal Court Minutes dated 02/03/09.
