Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Working Session of Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Brandenburg absent, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Danny Allen, Road Supervisor, and Jim Roberts, Deputy Judge, presented an update as to the storm debris pickup.  A color coded map illustrated the areas that had been collected and the areas currently being collected.  The amount of money spent and to be spent was presented.  It is estimated that the county will spend one million dollars.  Of this amount, 87% will be reimbursed by the Federal Grant.  

The Springfield Landfill will be closed on Sunday.


A free day to dump solid waste will be this Saturday from 08:00 A.M. to 2:00 P. M. at the Pearl Hollow Landfill.


Commissioner Hay had been asked about the dead animal removal.  He wanted the county to look into grants to remove the animals.  Deputy Judge Roberts stated that up to $15,000 in grants might be available.
