REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 14, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call.  Voting:  King yes, Judge Berry yes, Hay yes, Brandenburg yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Steve Bland, Hardin County Attorney, made a presentation on the outstanding collections of the Child Support Office for calendar year 2008.  The amount collected for 2008 was $10,435,853.53, this is the first time the Hardin County Child Support Office had collected over ten millions dollars in a calendar year.  For every $1.00 spent there is a return of $15.00 child support.  Steve Bland commended the staff of the Child Support Office and the Judges who have worked diligently on behalf of the Hardin County residents.

Judge John Simcoe, Judge Kimberly Shumate, and Judge Ken Howard made a presentation concerning Hardin County Drug Court funding.  The Drug Court has been in operation for ten years.  Fiscal Court provides the Drug Court approximately $50,000 a year.  The Drug Court is requesting Fiscal Court to continue their funding.


Tim Asher, Elizabethtown-Hardin County Chamber of Commerce, presented the Chamber Update.

Judge Berry spoke about the National Alliance for Advanced Transportation Batteries (NAATBatt) potentially coming to the 1,500 acre Glendale site.  The facility could possibly provide up to 2,000 jobs in the future.  This is all depending on a stimulus package grant coming from the Department of Energy.  A consortium of more than 50 companies will be making the application by the middle of May and should have an answer by the end of June.  The project would cost approximately six hundred million dollars.
