HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR MEETING

DECEMBER 08, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Citizens’ Concerns or Comments:


Ben Humphries representing Titus Lockard regarding Mooreman Acres in the Big Springs area appeared before the court.  Attorney Humphries asked the court to stop the development of the 72 acre development known as Mooreman Acres.  He contended that the Planning Commission after the second hearing utilizing language that had not been approved by the ordinance approved the development.  

He requested that the court review the hearing and see for themselves that the Commission had changed the ordinance without the court’s authority.  He insisted that Commission had overstepped their authority when granting permission for approving the Mooreman Acres development.


He requested that the handout provided the court be made a part of the record.


Commissioner King asked the County Attorney if the Fiscal Court can be appealed to whenever the Planning Commission makes a decision.  County Attorney, Steve Bland, replied that appeals of the Planning Commission should be heard by Circuit Court.


Dwight Preston, representing the developer, said that Mr. Bland was correct in that the appeal should be heard by a Circuit Court and not Fiscal Court.
