HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

PUBLIC HEARING

NOVEMBER 23, 2010


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Public Hearing for the Glendale Industrial Site Interstate and Highway Overlay Zone to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Judge Berry requested that Jenny Oldham, Assistant Hardin County Attorney, to conduct the Appeal Hearing.


Ms. Oldham went over the procedures that would be followed during the hearing.  This being an appeal hearing comments from the public would not be heard in this hearing.  Mr. William and Judy Hudson represented by Attorney Dwight Preston requested the Hearing.  Mr. Chris Hunsinger, Planning and Development Director, represented Planning and Development.  Mr. Hunsinger gave background information as to the decision of the Planning and Development for the Overlay Zone.  Eleven prohibited uses were identified for the Overlay Zone.  The Overlay Zone was identified as to that property along 31-W and I-65 from the Glendale Junction south to the Gilead Church Road to the intersection of KY 1136 and KY 1868.  The setbacks along I-65 for building would be increased to 150 feet.

Mr. Dwight Preston, Attorney for the Hudsons, presented the reasons for the appeal of the decision of Planning and Development. He pointed out it is unconstitutional to take a persons’ land without just compensation.  He pointed out the 11 restrictions were ridiculous.  He indicated that if the court upheld the Planning decision that he would take the decision to Federal Court.

Ms. Oldham then allowed the Fiscal Court members to ask questions of Mr. Hunsinger and Mr. Preston.  Commissioner Hay asked about the new I-65 interchange and where it will be located.  Commissioner Brandenburg questioned the wording of what is attractive and pleasant appearance. Discussion followed about the 1,000 feet and the concrete plant.  Mr. Hunsinger stated that the concrete plant proposal, some years ago, indicated that the plant would be located more than 1,000 feet from 31-W.  Commissioner King asked about the overlay zone on Gilead Church Road and the set back lines and limited use.  Judge Berry asked where in Kentucky this is being done.  Mr. Hunsinger indicted there were places in Kentucky doing this.


Commissioner King asked about the options the Court can take?  Ms. Oldham stated that the Court could negate the action of the Planning and Development Commission.  If the Court sent it back for different set back lines, it would be a longer process and the next Court would have to deal with the decision.


Ms. Oldham closed the hearing at this point.


Judge Berry announced that the Court would take up the matter at the next Fiscal Court Meeting on December 14th in the R. R. Thomas Meeting Room.


Court was adjourned, without objection, Judge Berry presiding.
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
