REGULAR TERM


Judge/Executive Berry called to order the Regular Meeting of the Hardin County Fiscal Court and requested a roll call vote:  Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes. 

Squire Hay led the court in the opening prayer.


Squire Brandenburg led the court in the pledge to the flag.


Chief Mike Hulsey, Elizabethtown Fire Department and Chief Rick Ledford, Radcliff Fire Department, made a presentation on the cost of rescue in the unincorporated areas of Hardin County.  They proposed the Elizabethtown and Radcliff Fire Departments to share the responsibility of providing rescue.  The Elizabethtown Fire Department will need to replace their rescue unit at a cost of approximately $225,000.00.   The Radcliff rescue unit will cost approximately $288,000.00.  They requested that the Hardin County Fiscal Court budget the funds to purchase these vehicles in the next budget cycle.

Hay moved and Goodman seconded to approve accepting the following streets into the county’s maintenance system:  Shady Brook Court, Hannah Court, Forest View Court, Winterwood Drive, Shale Lane, Bedrock Lane Limestone Lane and Sandstone Lane. Hay moved and Goodman seconded to change the speed limit on the following streets to 25 mph:  Shady Brook Court, Hannah Court, Forest View Court, Winterwood Drive, Shale Lane, Bedrock Lane, Limestone Lane and Sandstone Lane. Roger Blair, Tetra Tech Inc., presented before the court a proposal to increase the general consulting fee for the landfill.
