Squire Hay led the court in the opening prayer. 


Squire Goodman led the court in the pledge to the flag.

Jo Emary, Radcliff/Hardin County Chamber of Commerce, gave an update to the court.

Hay moved and Jaggers seconded to accept the following recommendations of the Road Committee with the exception of Item #5 which was deleted at this time:  accept Deer Run Road, Bridle Court and Stirrup Court into the county road  maintenance system, post a 25 mph speed limit sign on Bridle Court, Stirrup Court and Arbor Lane, and lower speed limit on Claudie Ave to 15 mph.  Voting:  King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes. 


Crady moved and Goodman seconded to adopt attached Resolution #2004-040 to appoint Brent Goodin to the Hardin County Planning Commission for a period of four years.  Voting:  Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes. 


A motor fuel quote was opened and read. 


Goodman moved and Hay seconded to approve the attached consent agenda to include the payroll and payroll liability checks for May 21, 2004, approve Claims Batch #11-8026 and 11-8025, adopt attached Resolution #2004-030, Budget Transfer Batch #11-4126 and Interfund Cash Transfer Batch #11-4326, approve the Special Called Meeting and Regular Meeting of Fiscal Court for May 11, 2004, and approve the Treasurer’s Monthly Report for April 2004.  Voting:  Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes. 


Larry Fulkerson, Sonora, addressed the court with his concerns using hospital funds and also his concerns about the ambulance service in Sonora.
