JUNE 7, 2005


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Working Session of the Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes.


Squire Jaggers gave the invocation.


Squire Goodman led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Committee Updates were provided by:

Judge Berry presented the breakdown on the amount of money each fire department will receive for 2005/2006 according to number of fire runs.

Bill Brandenburg posed the question of what the commissioner’s salary will be.


Judge Berry informed the court that the Cable Television Franchise Fee will have to be adjusted before July 1, 2005.  As of July 1, 2005 the state will collect 7.62%, currently the county collects 3% and the state will receive the difference between 3% and 7.62%.  If it is not raised to 5% the state will collect 7.62% but none of it will remain in the county.


Gary King, Finance Committee, discussed and presented the current health care benefits and costs for county employees and alternate plans that are being proposed.
