JULY 26, 2005

 


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman not present.

Squire King led the court in the pledge of allegiance

 


Judge Berry turned the court over to County Attorney, Ken Howard, to act as Hearing Officer for a hearing on a solid waste carrier’s request for a residential solid waste fee increase and a contract extension.


Squire Wiseman entered meeting at this point.


Sammy Borders, owner of Borders Waste Disposal, testified that he was before the court to request a $1.70 per month increase per customer and also requested a three year extension on his current contract.


Louis Grider, Bardstown Road, felt that giving Mr. Borders a rate increase after giving him the contract was not fair to the other bidders.  This would allow him to bid low knowing he could come to the court and  get more.


James Asher, Windsor Forrest Subdivision, presented figures for other cities where Mr. Borders is currently collecting solid waste in addition to Hardin County.  He felt that Hardin County should not have to pay for the other cities he is losing money in by raising the fees in Hardin County.  He did not want Hardin County to side step the bidding process in Hardin County.


Richard Davis, Charlie’s Trace, E-town, spoke against a rate increase.  He felt that the contract should be re-bid with a senior citizen discount.


David Reesor, Public Square, inquired when the billing collector was bid out.  He also asked why the county was taking a 5% franchise fee.


Phil Coolidge, Partridge Way, asked where the 200 tons of additional garbage was coming from.  He was opposed to the rate increase.


Don Kidd, Prince Court, would like to have the luxury of going back and getting more money once he does a bid and is awarded the bid.


Tom Smith, Eagle Mill Road, Sonora, pointed out that Vine Grove and Lebanon Junction’s garbage is not picked up when they do not pay, whereas in Hardin County all garbage is picked up whether it is paid or not.  More garbage is being generated as far as the can see.  He feels that garbage is the best deal as far as utilities go.


Beverly Coolidge, E-town, is opposed to a rate increase.  


Howard Carter, Lincoln Drive, reported that he had some garbage containers destroyed.  He felt that Rumpke did a good job.
