SPECIAL SESSION

SEPTEMBER 13, 2005

A Public Hearing was held to gather public input regarding the proposed tax rates.  The Hearing was turned over to County Attorney, Ken Howard, to act as the Hearing Officer.


No citizens appeared to provide public input as to the proposed tax rate.
