REGULAR SESSION

MARCH 28, 2006


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman not present.


The invocation was given by Squire Goodman.


Squire King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Jo Emary, Radcliff-Hardin County Chamber of Commerce, presented the Chamber Update.


Karl Kifer, Hardin Memorial Hospital, presented a construction update on the Emergency Services Center.  Squire Wiseman joined the meeting during presentation.


Sheriff Charlie Williams presented the Hardin County Sheriff’s February Report.


Kenneth L. Tabb, Hardin County Clerk, presented the Clerk’s February Report.


Jailer Louis Lawson, presented the Hardin County Detention Center’s February Report and the Hardin County Detention Center’s Emergency Service Annual Report and the Hardin County Detention Center’s budget for Fiscal Year 2006-2007 was submitted.

Brandenburg moved and Wiseman seconded to approve Change Order No. 2 and 3 relating to the Methane Gas Collection System project.  Voting:  Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes.


Goodman moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2006-027, 2006-028 and 2006-029 regarding Ambulance Service Personnel (Resolution No. 2006-027 – Barbara Dowdell, Resolution No. 2006-028 – Elnora Hogue, Resolution No. 2006-029 – Kerry C. Vowels, Cynthia K. Thomas and William F. Davis).  Voting:  Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes.

Hay moved and Goodman seconded to approve Resolution No. 2006-024 relating to bond fund agreement with Transportation Cabinet for various county road improvements for unincorporated urban areas. Jaggers moved and Wiseman seconded to approve Resolution No. 2006-026 authorizing new bank accounts for ambulance billing services.  Voting:  Jaggers yes, Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes.


Judge Berry issued an Executive Order abolishing the Stephensburg Fire Department and allowing the three adjoining fire departments to provide protection for the Stephensburg area.


Crady moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2006-030 abolishing the Stephensburg Fire Department and filing civil action in Hardin Circuit Court.  Voting: Hay yes, Wiseman yes, King yes, Easter yes, Goodman yes, Crady yes, Judge Berry yes, Brandenburg yes, Jaggers yes.


Crady moved and Easter seconded to give $100.00 each to the three volunteer fire departments taking up coverage for Stephensburg (West 84, White Mills and KY 86) and the remainder of $297.00 going into new account to reorganize the Stephensburg Fire Department. Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Resolution No. 2006-031 authorizing Judge Berry to sign the agreement with Kentucky Transportation Cabinet for a bridge over Wheeler Branch.
