MAY 10, 2007


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.

Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Judge Berry requested that County Attorney, Ken Howard, to conduct a hearing to obtain citizens comments on the County Road Aid (CRA) and Local Government Economic Assistance Funds (LGEA).


Mr. Howard requested citizen input for the two funds.


Mr. Howard requested that the Clerk denote that no one appeared to provide input or comment.

The hearing was closed.
