HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR TERM

SEPTEMBER 11, 2007


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


The invocation was given by Deputy Judge/Executive Steve Smith.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


First Public Hearing:


Ken Howard, Hardin County Attorney, held a public hearing on the removal and relocation of a gravesite.  Newspaper public notice lists gravesite as that of Jeff Collins, Jr. located at 902 Otter Creek Road, Vine Grove, Kentucky.  Petition by Kenna L. Straney for removal and relocation to Veteran Cemetery, Radcliff, Kentucky.  No citizens sought input on this matter.  There were no questions from Fiscal Court.  The first public hearing was closed. 
Second Public Hearing:


Second public hearing was held by Ken Howard, Hardin County Attorney and advertised in accordance with the law.  Harry L. Berry, Judge/Executive, presented a slide presentation as to recommendations to taxing (categories for taxes and those not affected).  No citizens sought input on this matter.  There were no questions from Fiscal Court.  The second public hearing was closed.

Tim Asher, President of Chamber of Commerce delivered an update from the Elizabethtown-Hardin County Chamber of Commerce including ribbon cuttings and upcoming leadership classes for the upcoming year.


Henry White, Director of Helping Hand, introduced the Central Kentucky United Way 2007 County Government Campaign Kick-Off.


Jerry Foley, Hardin County Animal Control Warden, gave an update on the “Puppy Palooza” event (shots, fun events), Saturday, September 22 at the Animal Shelter on Nicholas Street.


J. Jeffries, General Manager Hardin County Water District No. 2 gave an update.  Changes in county road easements (need to encroach).  Adding water to 22 new roads with construction in this phase.  Opening bids will be next Tuesday for project.  Projected length for project time is completion date December 2008.

Ken Howard, Hardin County Attorney, reviewed proposal to changes to the Board of Trustees for Hardin Memorial Hospital.

Chris Hunsinger presented report from Hardin County Planning and Development.  He introduced new subdivisions, plats with streets under construction and numbers of new houses/lots, visitors and calls to commission in course of operations.


Vicki Brackett, Hardin County Engineering, presented report from department and goals regarding subdivision construction.  Addressed storm water/sediment control and training courses available.  Also addressed animal disposal program by Hardin County Engineering that protects water sources in the county (free service to public).  A new member to staff was introduced.


Danny Allen, Hardin County Road Department Supervisor, gave report on his operations – permits, road sign erection, culvert cleaning and widening, resurfacing and tree trimming.

Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Amendment 2 to Ordinance No. 161, Series 2000 authorizing additional fees and costs for the purpose of paying expenses for Hardin County Justice Center.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


King moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Resolution 2007-088 setting the 2007 County Tax Rates.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


King moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Resolution No. 2007-84 approving the removal and relocation of a gravesite.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve the Utility Right-of-Way Easement for Hardin County Water District No. 2.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve the Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee’s recommendations.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


King moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Resolution 2007-089 relating to EMS (Ambulance) personnel (Emma C. Sipes, Karla Hooiser, Jeanna Devers, and William Wharton).  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.

Brandenburg moved and King seconded to approve Resolution 2007-090 hiring a Deputy Director Emergency Management (Douglas Finlay).  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.

King moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve Resolution 2007-091 hiring a Deputy Director EMS (Ambulance) (Ira Dyer, II).  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve Consent Agenda to include payroll with payroll liability checks dated 09/07/07, commissioners, coroners and election officers’ salary dated 09/11/07 with liability checks, approve Claims Batch No. 03-8011 and Recurring Batch Nos. 02-8015 and 02-8099, approve Resolution No. 2007-092 relating to budget and cash transfers, and appropriate codes, and approve Treasurer’s Report for August 2007, approve Fiscal Court Minutes dated 08/28/07 and approve Planning, Engineering and Public Works Committee minutes dated 08/27/07.
