HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR MEETING

JANUARY 22, 2008


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


The invocation was given by Deputy Judge Steve Smith.

Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Judge Berry turned the meeting over to County Attorney, Steve Bland, as the Hearing Office to close a right-of-way on Templeman Street in Cecilia.  Mr. Bland announced that Danny Allen and Chris Hunsinger were appointed as viewers to report on the status of this road.  Mr. Hunsinger presented a power point slide show on the description of the lot and the situation involved with the lot.  The viewers recommended that the existing right-of-way be closed.


No one else spoke concerning Templeman Street.  The hearing was closed.

The Fourth District Kentucky Department of Transportation Chief Engineer and other members of the Department of Transportation presented the Rural Secondary Road Program and the recommendations of the roads the department has proposed to be resurfaced in Hardin County.  The total of the projects presented is $2,232,637.00.


James Jeffries, Hardin County Water District No. 2 Manager, presented the 2007 Operations Report and the goals and objectives for 2008.


Warren Greer, Kentucky Historical Society and Susan McCrobie, Hardin County History Museum, presented on the Lincoln Bicentennial/Events Program.


David Underwood, Hardin County EMS Director, presented the Hardin County EMS monthly report.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-010 relating to contract negotiations for emergency medical services billing agreement with Software Development.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


Bob Hornback, E-911 Director, presented the Hardin County E-911 monthly report.

Jailer Louis Lawson presented the Hardin County Detention Center’s monthly report.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-007 approving ambulance transport fees for Hardin Memorial Hospital’s inpatients.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Brandenburg moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-003 to closing a portion of the right-of-way on Templeman Street in Cecilia.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


Brandenburg moved and King seconded to approve an agricultural acreage lease with David Ratliff.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-006 accepting the independent auditor’s report for the Hardin County Attorney’s Office for fiscal year 2006.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-011 declaring a Central Hardin fire truck surplus property.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Brandenburg moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-008 relating to E-911 Dispatch Center personnel (Devralyn F. Dunham, Lori Gass, Terri Jones, Steven Johnson and Mary Nichols).  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include approving payroll with payroll liability checks dated 01/11/08 and employee benefit refunds, approve Claims Batch No. 07-8022, approve Resolution No. 2008-009 authorizing budget transfers, approve Hardin County Detention Center’s December report, and approve Fiscal Court Minutes dated 01/08/08.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


Commissioner King commented on the new proposed government center.  He proposed a meeting be held to determine if there is a need for a new building or is there a need for renovation.  Also, is there something that we can purchase that can be renovated at a cheaper cost?  Is there a need for satellite offices?  Can we build a smaller building by moving some people in a new building and leaving others in place?  Another meeting might be how much each office needs in the amount of square footage, and have an architect at this second meeting to design the building from proposals.  A third meeting could deal with finances.  How much will it cost and can we afford it?

Larry Fulkerson, Sonora, Kentucky, spoke to the court about the volunteer fire department fee of $30.00, the telephone tax increase, and the water rate increase.  He is concerned about the tax that will be implemented to pay for a new government center.


Deborah Suter, Elizabethtown, Kentucky, does not believe we need a new government center.  She spoke about all of the various fees that have been raised recently.

King moved and Hay seconded to enter closed session to discuss litigation.  Voting:  Judge Berry, without objection, announced the court would enter closed session.
