HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

WORKING SESSION

MARCH 04, 2008


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Working Session of the Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


The Building Committee Discussion was led by Commissioner Hay.  He reported that the questionnaires had been returned with the exception of one.  He was surprised about the commonality the county offices had with the Justice Center.  He indicated that he spoke with a city councilman who indicated that the two governments sit down and discuss their ideas about the future.

Commissioner Brandenburg wanted to see a list of available properties that are available for sale and potentially for sale.  He mentioned several properties downtown that he was aware of and also wanted to visit the Cott Building that had been offered previously.


Judge Berry recommended that the committee either divide up and check out potential properties or hire a realtor to locate available property.


Commissioner King wanted to meet with Mr. Larry Gream and discuss building possibilities.  He also wanted to take a field trip to other county seats and see what they have constructed recently.  It was suggested that any questions for Mr. Gream be jotted down and sent to him in advance of any meeting with him.


The next planning meeting of the Committee will be Friday, March 14, 2008 at 1:00 P.M.


The field trip to Lebanon, Greensburg, Campbellsville and Bardstown will be March 10, 2008.  The Committee will ask about the square footage and the cost per square foot to find out how elaborate the buildings are.  How much space was allotted to the employees?  Commissioner King is curious how the areas are arranged to maximize space.


Judge Berry felt that the court needed to decide first of all where the county government will be located.  If you remain downtown the design could be different if you located elsewhere.


Judge Berry suggested that the Elizabethtown City Council be contacted and invited to the March 14th meeting.  Commissioner King and Brandenburg expressed they wanted to meet with the city at a different date and time.  Commissioner Hay indicated he would contact the city.  Commissioner Brandenburg suggested that the other mayors in the county be invited to a committee meeting.

Committee Updates were provided by:


Commissioner King inquired about the West Point Siren.  He was concerned that all of the sirens in the county are working properly.  Commissioner King announced that the Resources and Emergency Services Committee will meet on March 20th at 5:00 P.M.


Commissioner Brandenburg reported that a meeting with East Kentucky Power to discuss the methane gas situation would be held on March 12th at 10:00 A.M.  He also indicated that all of the potential bidders for the management of the Pearl Hollow Landfill will not bid if a guarantee volume is required.


Commissioner Hay expressed congratulations to the utility companies that came in and helped with the recent storm damage.
