Committee Updates were provided by:


Commissioner King reminded the court of the open enrollment on June 04, 2008 for county employees.

Commissioner Hay gave an update on the Glendale Renaissance Project.  He reported that the Farmers Market participants were happy to have a permanent home. He informed the court that Planning and Development was looking at off-site sewage disposal for the Glendale Community.
