HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR MEETING

OCTOBER 14, 2008


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Tim Asher, Executive Director, Elizabethtown-Hardin County Chamber of Commerce presented the Chamber Update.


Steve Smith, Santek Environmental, presented an update on the Hardin County Landfill.


Judge Berry recognized the group of people in the court to voice their opposition to landlords paying the fee for garbage pickup.


Viviana Delgado of St. John Road asked the court about a $26,000 shortfall at the landfill per month.  Judge Berry responded that the bidder’s made an estimate of $2.00 less per customer, if the landlord’s paid the garbage bill.


Lela Boix, Fisher Lane, shared a problem with her tenants in Radcliff and Waste Management.  Judge Berry explained that in the county all garbage is picked up regardless whether or not the bill is paid.


Jill Wade, Sonora, requested that the Ordinance by overturned due to the language in the bid process.  She stressed that there was not enough time for landlords to voice their opinions.


Rhonda Witten, Vine Grove, expressed her desire to see the Ordinance reversed.  She felt that the landlords should not be responsible for renters’ bills.


Commissioner Brandenburg informed the court that motion should be made to instruct the County Attorney to review the process that would reverse the original Ordinance requiring the landlords to be responsible for garbage pickup fees.


Brandenburg moved on the above motion.  Due to a lack of a second the motion failed.

King moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve County Attorney’s staff position schedule bonds.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-098 approving a FEMA Grand application.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve the recommendations of the Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee, Resolution No. 2008-097 declaring Road Department equipment surplus.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee’s recommendation to purchase equipment and a truck for the Road Department.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include approving payroll and payroll liability dated 10/03/08 with recurring expenses, and commissioners, coroners, and elections officers’ salary dated 10/14/08 with liability checks, approve Claims Batch No. 04-7014 and recurring batch nos. 03-7015 and 03-7099, approve Resolution No. 2008-096 relating to budget transfers, approve Resolution No. 2008-091 relating to Solid Waste personnel (Michael D. Sutherland), approve Resolution No. 2008-092 relating to Road Department personnel (Clint R. Thompson), approve Resolution No. 2008-093 relating to EMS personnel (John P. Slinger), approve Treasurer’s report for September 2008, and approve Fiscal Court Minutes dated 09/23/08 and 10/07/08.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.

Judge Berry presented a power point presentation on the background and facts for the type of government in Kentucky.

The question was reviewed from four years ago and the current question.


Information was provided as to how Kentuckians are currently represented.

Other topics were presented as to how each type of government works.


Differences between Magistrate and Commissioner were presented.
