REGULAR MEETING

OCTOBER 28, 2008


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Alex Blevins, Marie Colasanti and Ellen Mink appeared before the court to explain CASA of the Heartland Court Approved Special Advocates assures that every child in court has a special advocate.  They asked for the courts support.


Marlane Youngblood and Brenda Macy presented the Hardin County Public Library Annual Report.


Department Reports were presented by:


Coroner Dr. Lee presented the Hardin County Coroner’s August/September Report


Sheriff Charlie Williams presented the Hardin County Sheriff’s August/September Report


Kenny Tabb, Hardin County Clerk, presented the Hardin County Clerk’s September Report

Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve the recommendations of the Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee to reject all bids received for tractors and recommended to purchase a 2008 1500 Chevrolet 2 wheel drive pickup from Herb Jones Chevrolet for $14,750.00.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


Commissioner Brandenburg reported that three additional recycling trailers are being worked on.


Commissioner King reported that his Resources and Engineering Services Committee was looking at Reverse Notification for emergency situations.


Judge Berry presented a slide presentation on sick leave, retirement and Medical/Health Insurance for elected officials.


Commissioner Hay reported that the County Attorney has done some research on the Owen County Court Case.  Commissioner Hay felt a policy was not needed if the state said that elected officials did not have sick leave.

Commissioner Brandenburg pointed out that the 100 hours rule as a full-time employee did not apply to the elected officials since they were on call 24 hours/7 days a week.  He agreed that no action was needed.


Commissioner King reported on a letter that he received from Judge Tommy Turner of Larue County, a former President of KACO.  At this time Commissioner King is not ready to act on these issues.


Judge Berry pointed out that of the 30 counties surveyed only two counties were allowing sick leave toward retirement.  Larue County and Hardin County being the two counties.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include payroll with liability checks dated 10/17/08 and employee benefit refunds, approve Claims Batch No. 04-7028, approve Resolution No. 2008-103 relating to budget transfers, approve Resolution No. 2008-099 relating to other County Properties personnel (Phillip Aaron Miller, approve Resolution No. 2008-100 relating to E-911 Dispatch Center Personnel (April M. Grey and Kathleen A. Murphy), approve Resolution No. 2008-101 relating to EMS personnel (Chadwin O. Cook), approve Resolution No. 2008-102 relating to Road Department personnel (Dale L. Goins, Timothy E. Mabe and Wilburn Sisco), approve Hardin County Detention Center’s September 2008 report, and approve Fiscal Court Minutes dated 10/14/08.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.
