REGULAR MEETING 

NOVEMBER 25, 2008


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.

Solid Waste and Community Support Committee Report/Recommendations was presented by Commissioner Brandenburg.

Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee Report/Recommendations was presented by Commissioner Hay.


Resources and Emergency Services Committee Report/Recommendations were presented by Commissioner King.  


King moved and Hay seconded not to exceed $34,000 in construction of a tower at the Emergency Center.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


King moved and Judge Berry seconded to approve hiring Stiles, Carter and Associates PSC to conduct the audit for fiscal year ending June 20, 3008 to not exceed $33,500.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Discussion of benefits for elected officials lead by Judge Berry including accumulated sick leave counting towards retirement and the law’s view.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance No. 259, Amendment No.1 to the Fiscal Year 2008/2009 budget.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


Judge Berry moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-094A amending the Personnel Policies and Procedures Handbook, Section 7 to sick leave as related to elected officials.  Voting:  Brandenburg no, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.

Judge Berry moved to approve Resolution No. 2008-095A amending the Personnel Policies and Procedures Handbook, Section 9 retirement and Section 13 medical insurance as related to elected officials.  No second to motion.


Commissioner King moved and Hay seconded to offer a rewording of the certification form for elected officials’ benefits (agenda VII e) as follows:

Judge Berry moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2008-111 relating to county administrative offices holiday hours.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


King moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include payroll with liability checks dated 11/14/08, recurring expenses and employee benefit refunds, approve Claims Batch No. 05-7013 and 05-7025, approve Resolution No. 2008-114 authorizing budget transfers, approve Resolution No. 2008-108 relating to EMS personnel (Samuel D. Fife, Jeremy Miller, and Bufford S. Stapleton), approve Resolution No. 2008-109 relating to Road personnel (Dale L. Goins, Timothy E.
