JANUARY 13, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Regular Meeting of the Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, King yes, Judge Berry yes, Hay yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.

Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include approving payroll dated 01/09/09 with liability checks, recurring expenses, and payroll for 01/13/09 for commissioners, coroners, and election officers’ salaries with liability checks, approve Claims Batch No. 07-7013 and recurring batch nos. 06-7015 and 06-7099, approve Resolution No. 2009-006 regarding budget transfers, approve Resolution No. 2009-005 regarding EMS (Ambulance) personnel (Crystal Bland and Stephanie Walters), and approve Fiscal Court minutes dated 12/19/08 and 01/06/09.
