Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Working Session of Hardin County Fiscal Court to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner Brandenburg led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


James Jeffries, Hardin County Water District No. 2 Supervisor, presented the 2008 Update for Hardin County Water District No. 2.


Commissioner’s Comments:


Commissioner Brandenburg talked about the Ring Road Extension to Western Kentucky Parkway.  He felt that the court should send a letter to the state legislature to indicate the importance of the completion of this project.


Judge Berry indicated that the four cent gasoline tax needs to remain in effect for the road to be completed.
